PROGRAM

AMERICAN LEGION HOOSIER BOYS STATE IS THE INDIANA AMERICAN LEGION’S MAJOR YOUTH PROGRAM.  IT WAS FOUNDED IN 1937.  TWO YEARS AFTER THE PREMIER PROGRAM BEGAN IN ILLINOIS IN 1935.
ON SUNDAY, JUNE 10, 600 DELEGATES FROM THROUGHOUT INDIANA WILL ARRIVE ON THE CAMPUS OF TRINE UNIVERSITY FOR THE START OF OUR MOCK 51ST STATE.

CHECK-IN ON SUNDAY, JUNE 10 WILL BE HELD FROM 10:00 A.M. TO 1:00 P.M.

ALL “CHECK-INS” WILL TAKE PLACE IN THE UNIVERSITY CENTER.  AFTER WHICH ALL DELEGATES WILL REPORT IMMEDIATELY TO THEIR ASSIGNED DORMS TO MEET THEIR COUNSELORS AND STOW THEIR BELONGINGS.

IN YOUR DELEGATE PACKET YOU SHOULD HAVE RECEIVED A COPY OF THE CAMPUS MAP SHOWING THE DORM LOCATIONS.
THE BASIC UNIT AT HOOSIER BOYS STATE IS A CITY COMPRISED OF APPROXIMATELY 40 BOYS, UNDER THE LEADERSHIP OF A CITY COUNSELOR – WHO, IN MOST CASES, IS A FORMER BOYS STATER.  THE CITY COUNSELOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR THE OVERALL WORK OF THE YOUNG MEN WITHIN HIS CITY.  TWO CITIES COMPRISE A COUNTY AND EIGHT COUNTIES COMPRISE HOOSIER BOYS’ STATE.
THERE ARE TWO POLITICAL PARTIES AT BOYS STATE:

FEDERALISTS AND NATIONALISTS.  SHORTLY AFTER YOU ARRIVE  YOU BEGIN TO INTERACT WITH OTHERS IN YOUR PARTY SEEKING SUPPORT FOR THE ELECTED OFFICE YOU SEEK.
ALL CANDIDATES FOR CITY AND COUNTY OFFICE MUST SECURE ENOUGH SIGNATURES TO HAVE THEIR NAME PLACED ON THEIR PARTY’S PRIMARY BALLOT.

PARTY CONVENTIONS, WHERE DELEGATES FROM EACH CITY ARE SELECTED TO REPRESENT THAT CITY, ARE HELD TO ESTABLISH A PARTY PLATFORM, OUTLINE THE GOALS OF EACH PARTY, AND TO SELECT THE CANDIDATES FOR
STATE OFFICE.
*ALL CAMPAIGN MATERIAL MUST BE APPROVED BY THE BOYS STATE OFFICE.

 THE PRIMARY AND GENERAL ELECTION PROCESS MIRRORS THE ELECTION PROCESS OF INDIANA.
CHECK-IN AT BOYS STATE MAKES YOU A REGISTERED VOTER.  YOU WILL VOTE IN ALL ELECTIONS.  UNLIKE STATE AND NATIONAL ELECTIONS, BOYS STATE HAS A 100% VOTER TURNOUT.
THE TIME SET ASIDE FOR CAMPAIGNING WILL BE HECTIC AS YOU CREATE CAMPAIGN POSTERS, MEET AND GREET YOUR FELLOW BOYS STATE CITIZENS, ATTEND POLITICAL RALLIES, AND ATTEND YOUR POLITICAL CAUCAUSES.  ALL ELECTED OFFICES FROM THE PRECINCT COMMITTEEMAN TO THE GOVERNOR WILL BE FILLED IN THREE DAYS.
ON WEDNESDAY EVENING, THE FOURTH DAY OF BOYS STATE, FOLLOWING THE GENERAL ELECTION, TIME IS SET ASIDE FOR OFFICE SEEKING AND JOB ORIENTATIION BY APPOINTEES AND ELECTED OFFICE HOLDERS.  

AS AN ELECTED OFFICIAL YOU ARE EXPECTED TO KNOW THE DUTIES, OBLIGATIONS, AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF YOUR OFFICE, INCLUDING THE POWER TO APPOINT PEOPLE TO VARIOUS OFFICIAL GOVERNEMT OFFICES.
IF YOU’RE NOT ELECTED YOU MUST SEEK A POLITICAL APPOINTMENT.  AGAIN, UNLIKE THE REAL WORLD THERE WILL BE 100% PARTICIPATION BY BOYS STATE CITIZENS.

BEGINNING AFTER THE GOVERNOR’S INAUGURATION ON WEDNESDAY AND CONTINUING ON THURSDAY AND FRIDAY, ALL OFFICES OF HOOSIER BOYS STATE WILL BE IN OPERATION.  EVERYTHING THAT OPERATES WITHIN INDIANA GOVERNMENT OPERATES WITHIN BOYS STATE.

WEDNESDAY EVENING THERE IS A FORMAL INAUGURATION CEREMONY FOR THE GOVERNOR.  ALL CITY, COUNTY, AND STATE ELECTED OFFICIALS WILL BE SWORN IN (ENMASS)

AT THIS ASSEMBLY, THE OATH OF OFFICE FOR ALL ELECTED OFFICIALS WILL BE ADMINISTERED BY A SITTING JUDGE OR PROSECUTING ATTORNEY.

THE HOUSE AND SENATE WILL CONVENE IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE GOVERNOR’S INAUGURATION TO BEGIN WORK ON LEGISLATION OF CONCERN FOR ALL BOYS STATERS.

ALL CITY AND COUNTY ELECTED OFFICIALS WILL BEGIN FUNCTIONING IN AN OFFICIAL CAPACITY, SETTING UP OFFICES, MAKING APPOINTMENTS, AND CARRYING OUT THE DUTIES, OBLIGATIONS, AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THEIR OFFICE.
THE JUDICIAL BRANCH BEGINS TO HEAR CASES AS BOTH THE SUPREME COURT AND APPEALS COURT CONVENE.

ON THRUSDAY MORNING THE BOYS STATE CITY AND COUNTY ELECTED OFFICIALS WILL HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY TO MEET YOUR “REAL LIFE” COUNTER-PART FROM THE CITY GOVERNMENT OF ANGOLA AND STEUBEN COUNTY.  EFFORTS ARE MADE TO HAVE VARIOUS STATE ELECTED OFFICIALS PRESENT AS WELL.

TWO OUTSTANDING CITIZENS WILL BE SELECTED AT THE CONCLUSION OF OUR BOYS STATE PROGRAM.  THESE TWO YOUNG MEN WILL ATTEND THE AMERICAN LEGION BOYS NATION PROGRAM IN WASHINGTON D.C., JULY 20-28, 2012.
THIS PROGRAM IS SIMILAR TO BOYS STATE ONLY WITH AN EMPHASIS ON ESTABLISHING A MODEL NATIONAL GOVERNMENT.  THE DELEGATES CODUCT BUSINESS THROUGH A SENATE, HOLD ELECTIONS FOR THE OFFICES OF PRESIDENT AND VICE PRESIDENT, AND HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY TO MEET VARIOUS NATIONAL LEADERS AND VISIT MANY HISTORIC PLACES IN OUR NATION’S CAPITOL.
SPORTS ARE INCLUDED AT BOYS STATE BUT BOYS STATE IS NOT A SPORTS CAMP.  USUAL ACTIVITIES MAY INCLUDE 16” SOFTBALL, DOGE BALL, TUG-O-WAR, BASKETBALL, FRISBEE, TENNIS, AND INDEPENDENT WORKOUTS.   WE WILL HAVE ACCESS TO THE TRINE UNVERSITY RECREATIION CENTER.
INFORMATION ON EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITIES WILL BE MADE AVAILABLE.  THE BOYS STATE/TRINE UNIVERSITY COLLEGE FAIR BRINGS IN OVER 40 COLLEGE AND UNIVERSITY REPRESENTATIVES.

THE AMERICAN LEGION IS HONORED THAT DELEGATES AT HOOSIER BOYS STATE WILL HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY TO QUALIFY FOR A TREMENDOUS SCHOLARHIP OFFERED ONLY THROUGH THE AMERICAN LEGION AND BOYS STATE:

   “THE SAMSUNG AMERICAN LEGION SCHOLARSHIP”

THE SAMSUNG CORPORATION HAS ENDOWED A SCHOLARSHIP FUND OF $5 MILLION DOLLARS TO THE AMERICAN LEGION TO SHOW APPRECIATION TO U.S. VETERANS WHO CAME TO THE AID OF KOREA DURING ITS STRUGGLE AGAINST COMMUNISM – (KOREAN WAR)
THE SCHOLARSHIP WINNER OF $1,000.00 IS ANNOUNCED DURING OUR AWARDS CEREMONY ON FRIDAY NIGHT. 

THEIR NAME IS PLACED IN A NATIONAL POOL (ONE FROM EACH BOYS STATE PROGRAM) AND BECOMES ELIGIBLE FOR ONE OF 5 $20,000.00 SCHOLARSHIPS.

RESPECT FOR THE FLAG OF THE UNITED STATES IS A PRINCIPLE WHICH THE AMERICAN LEGION BELIEVES STRONGLY IN AND THAT BELIEF PLAYS A MAJOR ROLE IN THE HOOSIER BOYS STATE PROGRAM.  IF YOU ARE UNWILLING TO PLEDGE ALLEGIANCE, OR DO NOT WISH TO TAKE PART IN THIS TYPE OF CEREMONY, IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT THE ALTERNATE BE SENT. 
ASSEMBLIES ARE HELD TWICE DAILY AND VARIOUS MOTIVATIONAL AND GOVERNMENT LEADERS ARE INVITED TO SPEAK.

WE MARCH TO AND FROM ASSEMBLIES AND WE ARE LEAD BY THE BOYS STATE BAND.  LAST YEAR WE NUMBERED OVER 80.  BRING YOUR INSTRUMENT IF YOU WISH TO PARTICIPATE IN THE BAND.
A FIRST, SECOND, AND THIRD PLACE HONOR CITY AWARD IS PRESENTED ON FRIDAY EVENING TO THE TOP THREE CITIES FOR THE WEEK.

THOSE INTERESTED IN WORKING TO PRODUCE A NEWSPAPER SHOULD CONTACT THE DIRECTOR DURING CHECK-IN OR SHORTLY THERE AFTER.

DURING THE WEEK WE VIDEO THE VARIOIUS ACTIVITIES AND EVENTS THAT OCCUR AT BOYS STATE.

IF YOU HAVE THE SKILLS TO ASSIST IN THIS ACTIVITY PLEASE CONTACT THE DIRECTOR DURING CHECK-IN OR SHORTLY THERE AFTER.
